Students from Wilkes
University have been
working on channel
measurements to
determine flow rates.

HCWA has collected the
observations from local
residents needed to map
the extent of surface and
ground water flooding.
We will analyze this date
against the updated
topographic data the
Luzerne County Flood
Protection Authority has
collected for the study.
When this analysis is
completed, the
Association will provide
the mapping to Borton and
Lawson. The Authority
agreed at the September
2006 meeting to provide
the topographic data and
hold a public meeting
presenting the draft
findings of the H&H Study.
